These groups
may represent people with a specific type of diagnosis, such as individuals living with
Multiple Sclerosis are represented by the National MS Society. Or the organizations
may represent people with shared circumstances, such as UsersFirst represents
people who use wheelchairs.

Consumer Organizations may be helpful to add to your wheelchair team at any point
in your wheelchair process. You may want support from like-minded individuals as
soon as you begin your process, or you may want to connect with an organization
later in the process, for example, when you begin to seek funding sources.
